Earlier this year on one of my visits to the EPJ field I came onto 

quite a sight!  Dave Kalwishky had brought his 7/8 scale P38 Lightning.  I 
had never seen such a large-scale model of a fantastic World War II P38 
plane.  The sheer size was staggering and how was he able to bring it to 
the field?  
He vowed he would fly it before he left.  The detail on this craft was 
amazing and was concerned that the machine guns in the nose were 
actually working 50 calibers! I do not remember whether the 20MM 
canon worked or not.  I would have liked to have seen them in action 
but would not be safe anywhere around the airport.
